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Credit risk

Commodity future prices reflect the expectations of the market players as to the future value of the
commodity and may not be considtenith the current prices of the relevant commaodity.

Emerging markets currencies

emerging market currencies, such emerging market currencies can beagiyifmore volatile than
currencies of more developed markeEmerging markets currencies are highly exposed to the risk of a
currency crisis happening in the future and this could trigger the need for the determination agent

Moreover, no Issuer has the ability
to control or predict the actions of the underlying company, fund, index publisher, or specified entity,
including any actions, or reconstitution of index componenfsthe type that would require the
determination agent to adjust the payout to the investor at maturity.

The historical value (if any) of the
Relevant Underlying or the components of the Relevant Underlying does not indicate their future
performance. Where the value of the components is determined in amtiferrency to the value of the
Relevant Underlying, investors may be exposed to exchange rate risk.

Exchange rates and exchange controls may affect the value or return of the Program Securities

in, or the payment of which is linked to the value of, currencies other than the investor's home currency
entails significant risks.

The investor
should not assume that any historic information concerning cyreet@hange rates will be representative

of the range of, or trends in, fluctuations in currency exchange rates that may occur in the future.

Secondary trading of the Program Securities may be limited

Potential investors should be willing to hold the Prog@ecurities until maturity. The nature and extent

of any secondary market in the Program Securities cannot be predicted and there may be little or no
secondary market in the Program Securities. As a consequence any person intending to hold the Program
Securities should consider liquidity in the Program Securities as a risk. Where the Program Securities are
