What are the key risks that are specific to the Issuer?

Risk Relating to the Issuer and Guarantor

Holders of Securities issued by the Issuer bear the credit risk of the Issuer and/or the Guarantor, that is the risk that the Issuer and/or
the Guarantor is not able to meet its obligations under such Securities, irrespective of whether such Securities are referred to as
capital or principal protected or how any principal, interest or other payments under such Securities are to be calculated. If the Issuer
and/or the Guarantor is not able to meet its obligations under the Securities, then that would have a significant negative impact on
the investor’s return on the Securities and an investor may lose up to its entire investment.
